The viola da gamba, with its range of more than 3 octaves, is such a versatile instrument that I thought it would be fitting to explore keyboard repertoire to find material suitable for duets.  My starting point – and inspiration for this book – was François Couperin’s Le Dodo, ou L’Amour au Berceau (introduced to me by Roger Deats), and as I transcribed and arranged other pieces I felt I was in good company as the process by which Baroque composers ‘recycled’ music was much in evidence during this period.
